native of the Chicago area, Mike was was
well known for his passionate appeals to
the motorcycling community, and his zeal for
helping the hundreds of children and their families
devastated by the diagnosis of a brain tumor.

Mike's passion for motorcycles was nurtured
at a young age when, as a G.I. stationed in
Japan, he rode with fellow G.l.s on a short track
they constructed with Army bulldozers using
volcanic lava as a track surface. Mike continued to
compete as an endurance and sprint road racer
before retiring from racing in the early 1980s.

In his post-Army life, Mike nurtured a
professional career in the newspaper business,
rising though the ranks to become an executive at
a large neighborhood news corporation.

While living in Atlanta in 1983, he was deeply
touched by the suffering of a co-worker's child
who had been diagnosed with a brain tumor. It
was at that time that he and Dianne decided to
start the Ride for Kids!. The inaugural event in
1984 brought together several hundred riders
who raised $4,000. They dedicated the funds to
research at a local university.

For the next eight years, the couple sacri®ced
every free moment to build upon the success of
the Atlanta Ride for Kids!, following soon after
with a Chicago-area event. Once they had raised a
million dollars and secured corporate sponsorship
from American Honda Motor Co., the Traynors left
their day jobs to work full time organizing Ride for
Kids! events across the country.

They incorporated the PBTF in 1991, and by
2009 the Ride for Kids! program had grown to
encompass 39 annual events. Each one is staffed
by scores of dedicated local volunteers who
were touched by Mike's heartfelt passion to help
children stricken by one of the world's deadliest
cancers.

aMike's strength and conviction were
legendary,® said Ray Blank, senior vice president
of American Honda's motorcycle division. 2He
had his course and could not be swayed from it. |
never met a man so committed in my life®

Mike was grati®ed that motorcyclists have
to date helped raise more than $54 million for
the cause, and that PBTF-funded research is
increasing survival rates and improving treatment
options for children around the world.

Added Rob Dingman, president and CEO of
the American Motorcyclist Association, @None
of this would have been possible had Mike and
Dianne not demonstrated to a skeptical public
and the medical community that people who
ride motorcycles have big hearts and are very
generous when they see a need that must be

Mike and Dianne had planned for their eventual
retirement, and built a robust staff of capable
people who continue their work. With Dianne now
at the helm as president, the Ride for Kids! and
the PBTF are stronger than ever.
